	Introduce Hook (subtraction in the context of sheep)

Represent the sheep with dienes. Question children – what do the dienes represent? How many tens/ones? Etc. 

When finding the answer, discourage the children from counting back (where possible) and encourage them to use their number facts. 

Do NOT draw the total –  (too many dienes). Just cross out.

Children may find this easy but we want children to have a mental image of pictoral representations in their heads…. Question ‘is this what you imagined?’

“Imagine 43 - 2 in your head by crossing off the dienes?” Model how to draw and cross off dienes.  

Look at missing number equations e.g. 47 - ___ = 42.    

Look at dienes – how many do we need to subtract?

Represent the eggs with dienes. Question children – what do the dienes represent? How many tens/ones? Etc. 

“Can you close your eyes and imagine 54 - 20 in your head with dienes?” Model how to draw and cross off tens. 

Show missing number sentence 47 - ___ = 27. Children to imagine this first. Model how to cross diens out.

“Can you close your eyes and imagine 36 - 20 – 3 in your head?” Model this on IWB and see if the children imagined it correctly then show how to cross these out. 

Show missing number sentence 46 - 20 - __ = 21. Children to imagine this first. Model how to draw dienes to represent what is missing.

Represent number sentence using dienes. Encourage children to use their number facts when subtracting the tens and ones. ‘I know that 9 ones subtract 5 ones is 4 ones’.

Show missing number sentence 64 - __ = 23 Children to imagine this first. Model how to draw dienes to represent what is missing.
